Set on a floating Riverstage (please see Appendix B for special features of
the Riverstage), the first weekend of the CQ River Festival 2008 (19 & 20
September 2008) will feature an exhilarating opening act by The Brand New
Heavies, who are flying into Singapore specially for the Festival. It will also
see the debut of the CQ River Festival Theme Song by Najip Ali and
remixed by DJ Aldrin. Entitled “Rentak Oonik”, which means “Unique Beats” in
English, this catchy tune encompasses the spirit of Clarke Quay and what the
CQ River Festival hopes to achieve.

Appendix B: The River Stage Fact Sheet

Measuring 12 by seven metres with a backdrop of four metres, the River Stage will
be a world first and Uniguely Singaporean. Four newly-designed HiPPoboats form
the base of this innovative floating stage, specially conceptualised by Clarke Quay
and Kinemat in collaboration with HiPPOtours for the Singapore River Festival.

The Stage will take four days to put together, with securing the four boats to act as a
single platform being the biggest challenge to date. Having the performers on a
floating Stage in the Singapore River adds a whole new dimension to not only this
Singaporean waterway, but also to our entertainment and Night scene.

To top things off, these new HiPPOboats are environmentally friendly, and are
powered by a hybrid power system, using a mix of battery and solar power (during
the day).




Appendix C: Biographies of Artistes

Brand New Heavies (UK)

“They are back with a vengeance.” So said The Hollywood Reporter's Craig Rosen
in his glowing May 2006 review of The Brand New Heavies’ sizzling performance at
the legendary Roxy Nightclub in Los Angeles, USA, their first US performance in
nearly a decade.

The Heavies’ triumphant return marks the re-emergence of one of the most
innovative, influential, R&B and funk groups of the last 15-plus years. In the mid-
1980s, after bonding over their love of American funk and soul music - notably James
Brown and the Meters - Simon Bartholomew, Jan Kincaid and Andrew Levy formed
The Brand New Heavies as an instrumental outfit. Based in west London, the band
fitted perfectly into the rare groove and then acid jazz club scenes at the time, which
also became associated with other notable long standing career artists such as
Jamiroquai and Incognito.

In 1990, the Heavies found its voice with the addition of N'Dea Davenport, introduced
to the band via their hot US label, Delicious Vinyl. In 1991, the group scored a US No.
3 R&B hit with “Never Stop,” a highlight from its self-titled debut album. In the UK the
debut album was receiving rave reviews and spawned further hits in “Dream Come
True” and “Don’t Let It Go To Your Head".

Heavy Rhyme Experience: Vol. 1, the Heavies second album, featured the group
pairing with such red-hot rappers as Grand Puba, Kool G. Rap and Gang Starr’s
Guru, among others. The album solidified the group’s standing in both the rap and
R&B worlds

Brother Sister, the third album released in 1994, continued the momentum with big
crossover hits “Dream On Dreamer,” “Midnight At The Oasis” and “Back To Love.” A
tremendous run of critical acclaim and four Top 20 hits -- “Never Stop,” “Stay This
Way” (1991), “Dream on Dreamer” (1994) and “Sometimes” (1997) - established the
Heavies as a creative and commercial force whose influence helped birth the neo
soul movement, the acclaimed artistic explosion of the mid 1990s that included
D’Angelo, Erykah Badu, Jill Scott and a host of others.

At the peak of their success in the mid 90’s N’'Dea Davenport decided to leave to
pursue a solo career. The Heavies replaced N'Dea with a succession of talented
vocalists but none could quite capture the magic that the band created with their
original lead singer.

Since leaving Warner Music in 2000, the band have largely existed under the radar of
the hit obsessed music industry, continuing to record, tour and promote, with

consistent demand for them to appear all over the world. In 2002 they released a
Japan-only new album We Won't Stop, now a sought after fan rarity, and in 2004
returned to the UK after a prolonged absence with AllAbouTheFunk, which was
critically well received by the media, but didn’t repeat their earlier commercial
success.

And after a decade apart the original Heavies are back!

Get Used To It, the return to form new studio album was initially released in the US at
the end of June 2006, via their long standing relationship with Delicious Vinyl, and
supported by Starbucks as well as traditional retail distribution. It is now available
around the world via a variety of license and distribution deals.

Meeting with universal acclaim from media and fans alike, the last year has gone by
in a blur with touring and promotion happening in USA, UK, Europe and Japan,
including TV performances in the US on Conan O’Brien and Jimmy Kimmel, and in
the UK on Charlotte Church, performing a killer version of White Stripes’ Seven
Nation Army.

The band are also having ongoing success with music synchronizations, more
recently for Chris Rock’s new movie “I Think | Love My Wife”; Scholl's Party Feet UK
TV ad; US and UK box office no.1 smash movie “Happy Feet”, which features “Jump
N Move” from the classic Brand New Heavies album The Heavy Rhyme Experience
— Volume 1, which demonstrates the Heavies music is as relevant as its ever been.

In February 2007 The Heavies completely sold out The Barbican in London as part of
the BBC’s Soul Britannia TV series. In May the band headlined the prestigious 40™
Anniversary of the infamous Southport Soul Weekender, and in June headlined the
last night at the Capital Jazz Festival in Washington DC. They also performed across
Europe throughout the summer.

In August 2007 the band returned to the US for their third nationwide tour in a year —
a co-headlining tour with Macy Gray, which proved to be a treat for fans of both acts.
The album continued to do well, re-awakening the band’s fanbase who have waited
so long for N’'Dea to re-join. The band finished the year in November with its second
tour of Japan/Korea within the space of 12 months — back due to popular demand. In
between The Heavies have started writing towards their seventh studio album, which
they expect to release in late 2008 or early 2009.

Fast forward to 2008 and the diary is already beginning to fill up with ‘live’
performances, with a headlining London show soon to be confirmed, their first in well
over a year.

N’Dea comments “Its been interesting coming back after being apart...its like riding a
bicycle but our different interests since we last worked together now have an
opportunity to flourish. We were going in different directions but | think we are now
right back where we should be with this new album”.

The original Heavies are back!




Quasimode (JPN)

Quasimode consists of Yusuke Hirado (Piano, Keyboards), Takahiro "matzz"
Matsuoka (Percussions), Kazuhiro Sunaga (Bass), and Takashi Okutsu (Drums).

On the club jazz scene, Quasimode has introduced itself as one of the best band all
over the world.

The demonstration, created with Masato Komatsu as the producer, attracted the

VIPs attention on the club jazz scene, and released as the pre-release as 12 inches
single world-widely on April of 2006 by Raw Fusion which is the most important label
in Sweden. This single was welcomed fanatically by the top DJs and stirred the world.

In July 2006, the first album "oneself-LIKENESS" was released. It acquired 1st place
across the board with the club chart of the foreign-affiliated CD shops in Japan. The
foreign version of this album was released by Freestyle in the U.K. as well. This
made Quasimode popular not just in Japan but worldwide.

After that, the second single "Ipe Amarelo” was released by Raw Fusion. This single
included the remix version of Spiritual South in U.K. and received high acclaim
among the world, for example, Gilles Peterson nominated it as "Track of the Year" in
his BBC radio show "World Wide".

In September 2007, Quasimode released the second album "The Land of Freedom".
This album was placed fourth in Gilles Peterson's "WorldWidel5", a radio program of
J-WAVE. It also number one on the iTunes Music Store jazz chart. The foreign
version of this album was released by Sonar Kollektiv in Germany, and was the
biggest topic work on the club jazz scene in 2007.

In March 2008, the ‘live’ album "Straight to the Land of Freedom", recorded in the
release party with Carmen Lundy and Masato Nakamura as guests in Ebisu
Liguidroom was released with much success.

In addition, their remix and produce works, such as ldea6, Markus Enochson,
Yasuko Agawa, Masa Collective, and so on, have earned sterling praise.

Now not only Japan but the world, especially Europe, perk up their ears to
Quasimode. They are going to release the much-anticipated 3rd album "Sound of
Peace" in October 2008.

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Najip Ali (SIN)

Being a trendsetter, Najip was entrusted by Suria, the Singapore Malay Channel to
produce and host its first-ever talkshow. Dubbed Kopi O Teh Tarik , the show made
waves for its 5 seasons here and was the most watched programme on the Suria
channel. The programme won top honours for 3 years as the Best Variety
Programme on Suria Channel's Pesta Perdana and even won accolades for its
opening graphics . Its final season won Najip the recognition of being the Best
Producer/Director for a variety programme.

In 2003, he conceptualised a landmark Malay TV programme titled TV:ism, which
was aired in Singapore (Suria Channel), Malaysia (TV3) and Indonesia (SCTV).

Not limiting his sights on Malay entertainment programs, Najip also devised,
produced and directed kids’ programme on Kids’ Central such as KCTV: Wow! ,
Watch Eat! (3 seasons), In Our House , No Problem! , Aspirasi Inspirasi  as well
as Pesta Pesta Pesta which broke the record for viewership ratings on Suria
Channel.

Recognised for his talents, Najip also produced and was the creative director for
Channel 5's Rated E and Arts Central's FRONT (sr 2). In Nov 2007, he helmed the
SingaRaya concert at the Esplanade Concert Hall.

Najip’'s vast experience on TV and stage gained the attention of Canberra Primary
School which entrusted him with the creative direction for their school musical stage
in Octpber 2007 at the Republic Polytechnic entitled Tree of Life . The follow-up to
this musical will take place this year as Canberra adapts Grease the Musical for their
stage production.

Najip has also moved on to create new types of content — like the Superclassroom
Bersama Uncle Jip VCD which was released in July 2008. The VCD targets pre-
school kids and aims to teach the Malay language to a bilingual audience.

With “Superclassroom” comes the birth of Najip’s latest pet project — the Mini
Monsters Club . With the aims of spurring imagination of the young, creating
opportunities and cultivating a love for language, the Mini Monsters Club is a platform
for both kids and parents to improve themselves through courses and events.
